GOSPEL MEDITATION  
 

The purpose of this Sunday is to announce the Kingdom 
of God. That is why God sends the disciples out two by 
two. This is how a missionary community is formed.     
Jesus trains them for mission, to go, go out and look at 
the brothers and sisters on the periphery. What do they 
need? How do they live? It is urgent that we realize it in 
order to participate in this mission entrusted to us. The 
harvest is abundant, and the missionaries are few. "Pray 
therefore the owner of the harvest to send laborers into 
his harvest" (Luke 10:2). 
 
This petition of Jesus continues and invites us to pray for 
our priests, seminarians, men and women religious who 
work day by day so that the Kingdom of God may grow 
and peace may reign in their communities. Let us also 
keep in mind in our prayers the lay missionaries who 
struggle in silence to spread the seed of the Gospel 
among their own. "We must always pray to the Lord of the 
harvest, who is God the Father, to send laborers to work 
in his field, which is the world. And each one of us must 
do so with an open heart, with a missionary attitude; our 
prayer must not be limited only to our requests, to our 
needs: a prayer is truly Christian if it also has a universal 
dimension" (Pope Francis). We, as baptized people, are 
part of that missionary group of Jesus. Dare to be a   
committed missionary!
